“I CAN FAKE MY INJURY TO GET THE MONEY”

Mia Mukles, a 30-year old foreign worker, lied
to the Ministry that he fell from a ladder while
working and made a false claim to collect work
injury compensation. He was prosecuted and
sentenced to 6 weeks’ imprisonment.
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Don’t break the law. You must not make a fraudulent claim for work
injury compensation. You may be fined up to $15,000 and/or jailed
up to 12 months.
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
